ENVIRONMENTAL INFORMATION REQUEST
1.
Based on existing data and assuming that the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service's (FWS) concerns about construction within the Sheldon National Wildlife Refuge can be resolved, provide a detailed description of the feasibility of constructing a modified Sheldon Route Alternative that would have Ruby install its pipeline within the Nevada State Highway 140 easement for the entire length of this alternative (between mileposts 520 and 550).  For those segments of this alternative route that Ruby previously indicated would require deviating from the highway due to difficult terrain, address the feasibility of placing the pipeline under the road surface.  
2.
Provide a copy of the Nevada State Highway 140 easement agreement between the Nevada Department of Transportation and the FWS regarding permittable easement uses.  

3.
Address the continuing need for the Vya Construction Camp if the modified Sheldon Route Alternative is constructed.  Include in your answer other possible locations for worker housing (e.g., in Winnemucca, at additional housing at the proposed Lakeview facility), taking into account the easier access Highway 140 provides compared to access to/from the Vya site.
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
