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2009 Fishing Permits & Limits









March 29, 2009

Spring season is upon us bringing melting snow and increased stream flows.  These conditions inspire the cutthroat trout spawn run, an event enjoyed by many members of the Summit Lake Paiute Tribe.  Please be safe while fishing.  Watch your children and pets.  Although the creek appears small, the water may be very cold and deep.  Also fields and roads may be wet and soggy.

Enclosed is your 2009 tribal fishing permit.  This permit should be signed and in possession by all Tribal members over 16 years of age while fishing to be valid.

As a reminder the following regulations apply while fishing:

· Except for spouses of Tribal members, fishing by non-tribal members is prohibited.

· A non-Tribal member married to a Tribal member may assist their spouse in fishing or fish in place of their spouse, as long as the Tribal member is present on the Reservation  but their take in fish per year is limited to the number to which the Tribal member is entitled.

·  Mahogany Creek is closed to all fishing above the fish trap and 100 yards below the fish trap (fence crossing the stream) from March 1 to June 15. 

· Tribal members may use dip nets and fishing poles to catch fish.  The use of live bait,  chumming, gaff hooks, spears, traps, wire fences or other implements to take fish is prohibited.

FISHING LIMITS ESTABLISHED IN 2008 REMAIN UNCHANGED FOR 2009.  FISHING LIMITS ARE 5 FISH PER ADULT TRIBAL MEMBER AND 2 FISH PER MINOR CHILD TRIBAL MEMBER (as determined by Council at the February 21, 2009 meeting).  TRIBAL MEMBERS MUST BE PRESENT ON THE RESERVATION TO TAKE THEIR LIMIT OF FISH

PLEASE REMEMBER:

· To report your catch of fish to Tribal Employees conducting creel census

· Tribal members wishing to transport fish off the reservation must have a transportation permit in their possession (in agreement with Nevada Fish and Game Commission).  Transportation permits will be issued by tribal employees upon request.  As a courtesy please make arrangements to have transportation permit issued between 8:00 am–4:30 pm.
Staff of the Natural Resource Department tried their best to issue permits and this announcement to all tribal members; however, the mailing list is incomplete or contains incorrect addresses.  If you know of a tribal member that did not get this announcement or permit, please have them call us at 1-800-335-7978.  Fishing permits may be issued on the Reservation with proof of membership and picture identification.
