ACTIVITIES BETWEEN APRIL 19 AND MAY 16. 2008
 

2008 GAP Grant Application Mailed on Time.
 
On May 12, 2008, the deadline for mailing the Tribe's 2008 GAP Grant Application to EPA in San Francisco was met.
 
I received an email from EPA that they received the Grant Application.
 

Approving a Resolution Amending the Bereavement Leave Provision in the Personnel Manual.
 
As part of the GAP Grant's Work Plan Components, I am required to amend the Tribe's policies when the need is
 
identified. William Cowan, Director, Natural resource Department, and I believe there is a need to amend the
 
Bereavement leave provision to make it clear that leave can only be using to attend or plan the funeral of an
 
"immediate family member." The existing provision allows an employee to take up to five (5) days Bereavement
 
leave to attend or plan the funeral of a "family member." Our grant funded programs cannot afford to be this
 
generous. Please consider the amendment to Bereavement leave as William and I recommend.
 

Amending the Bid Awarding Provisions of the Tribe's Procurement Procedure Manual.
 
As William Cowan and I suggested at the April 19, 2008, Council meeting we hereby submit a proposed change to
 
the Tribe's Procurement Procedure Manual to streamline the process of acting on bids while guaranteeing the
 
integrity of the sealed bid process.
 

Amending Tribe's Travel Policy Regarding Lost Lodging Receipts.
 
This proposed change is simply stated in the proposed Resolution. This came about when I tried to convince the
 
BIA to accept a Draw Down request to pay a former tribal official where, apparently, the Tribe had lost his lodging
 
receipts (and he did not retain copies for his personal records).
 

Identification of Environmental Issues for the Upcoming Meeting of Four (4)( Tribal leaders with Nevada
 
Governor Gibbons on May 27,2008.
 
Working with William Cowan, I identified three environmental issues, including two environmental justice issues,
 
and submitted them to ITCN. Council Vice-Chairperson lorraine Watson and Council Secretary/Treasurer Jerri
 
lynn Barlese attended the meeting on May 12.
 

We will soon know whether the Governor is interested in meeting with you, the Council, to discuss these issues,
 
and paving the way for future meetings on other issues.
