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The Summit Lake Reservation is home to many historic properties of both our People, including
the many structures of the U.S. Army's Camp McGarry which the Tribe holds dear to it and
protects it from vandals and looters as best we can since we lack funding to do more than post
"No Trespassing" signs and talk to trespassers and ask them to leave the area.

Second, in accordance with President Bush's Executive Order 13175 (which we believe will
shortly be replaced by President-Elect Obama's Executive Order after he is sworn into office),
the Council would like to have Executive Order 13175 government -to-government consultations
with ACHP as soon as possible since we believe ACHP has a trust responsibility to our Tribe.
