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5.	 That all removal of any material from the Pits shall cease immediately if northern 
Northern Paiute or our ancestors important, historic, cultural and other resources 
are observed, found or otherwise disturbed. 

3. The Summit Lake Paiute Tribe should be among the first persons immediately and without 
delay called if someone reports the find of northern Northern Paiute or our ancestors important, 
historic, cultural and other resources. The Bureau of Indian Affairs ("BIA") should also be 
considered for contact (e.g., the BIA Police, which are dispatched by the Humboldt County 
Sheriffs and other sheriffs dispatch offices,) so they can immediately report the find to the 
Tribe, in accordance with the BIA's trust responsibility to the Tribe. 

4. The Pennits purchased at BLM's offices should state clearly that these permits do not 
authorize the taking of any other object from the Pits (Le., northern Northern Paiute or our 
ancestors important, historic, cultural and other resources) and should advise of the possibility of 
prosecution for violating the permit or taking materials not authorized by the permit. 

The Summit Lake Paiute Tribe appreciates the opportunity to comment on this EA and 
looks forward to Government-to-Government Consultations between BLM and the Summit Lake 
Paiute Council in accordance with President Bush's Executive Order, No. 13175.
