on for their subsistence way of life, and be acts of environmental injustice. Ruby should analyze 
this too. 

Second Draft Resource Report No. 10 (Alternatives) 

51. Vol. 1, Binder 4, Second Draft Resource Report No. 10 (Alternatives). Ruby has not 
adequately investigated or analyzed the West-Wide Energy Corridors, or the Black Rock and 
Jungo (Road) Tuscarora Alternatives. The Tribe believes that Ruby has adequately made a case 
that for reasons of National Security, and maintaining adequate security of the pipeline serving 
"consumers along the West Coast (Washington, Oregon, and California)" (see Subsection 10.1 
No Action Alternatives, Page 10-1), that the Ruby project must, for the sake of national security, 
must be routed where regular and frequent security of the pipeline can be provided-either 
the West-Wide Energy Corridors (developed in part by the Department of Defense) or adjacent 
existing energy projects whether power lines or natural gas pipelines. Ruby's plans to monthly 
fly over their pipeline project do not meet National Security needs. As pipelines in Iraq have 
proven vulnerable to small groups of persons, a natural gas pipeline in remote, rural, northern 
Nevada would provide the same commitment of personnel and equipment being provided in 
Iraq, Afghanistan and other countries. For example, one individual would have sufficient time 
to disrupt the pipeline along remote, rural, northern Nevada before law enforcement could 
respond after being notified. In the case of the area adjacent to the Summit Lake Reservation, 
unless a tribal employee has the Tribe single mobile satellite phone in their possession, and as 
long as a fire caused by the pipeline's disruption did not prevent travel or use of the Internet, it 
could take hours of travel on poorly maintained county roads to get to a highway to get to a 
phone to report any suspicious activity. This is an unrealistic economic burden to place on the 
Summit Lake Paiute Tribe.
